Notable problems (disciplinary, administrative, or other?)

Quarter Final game (Lakehead Orillia vs UTM): Lakehead Orillia Male Coach was ejected from the game for using abusive and profane language multiple times while disputing an official’s call. I spoke with him after and he continued to use the same language with me while attempting to explain himself. I told him that his form of communication is not necessary and unacceptable at a RECREATIONAL hockey tournament. He was frustrated about quality of officials throughout the tournament but never expressed this to me prior to his out lash. 

In this same game, it was a 0-0 game with only a few minutes left in the 3rd period. Girls were getting more aggressive in attempt to get a goal to break the tie. Pucks were lose in goalie possession and girls took advantage of it at the net. Minor contact elevated to more major contact and resulted in one Lakehead Orillia player grabbing the stick of a UTM player and smashing it against the goalie post, breaking it in half. I spoke to both athletes individually following the game and the Lakehead Orillia player was unwilling to provide any compensation for the damage that resulted from her actions and the UTM player did not want an apology as an alternative. The father of the UTM athlete was very upset about the damage and asked if there was any way that we could make the Lakehead Orillia athlete pay for a replacement. I informed them that I would follow up with both Athletic Departments to see what could be done but that I couldn’t personally force her to replace it.
