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CCSS AND CHALLENGE CUP REFERENCE GUIDE

CCSS ADMINISTRATION:
a. Campus Challenge Series Sports will be announced and confirmed annually at the OCAA AGM.
b. The format of each CCSS challenge series and year-end Challenge Cup will be developed and implemented by the Extramural Coordinator and the appropriate CCSS Convenor (and sub-committee if applicable), and will be presented for input and discussion annually at the AGM. It will be distributed to members upon approval of the Executive and no later than June 30th annually.
c. Each CCSS format will ensure equality of access for all members and may include provisions for: participant eligibility, a minimum and/or maximum level of participation and a rating system for competitors as part of the Challenge Cup qualification process; a maximum number of events as part of the challenge series;  year-end Challenge Cup co-management responsibilities for both host and OCR; rotating the location of the year-end challenge event and/or regional qualification events (if applicable); and standardized rules for all events. 
d. CCSS Challenge Series events that precede Challenge Cups will be only be sanctioned on dates that fall from the start of the first full week in October until the end of the first full week in March.   
e. All institutions hosting a Challenge Cup will receive one (1) automatic entry into the year-end tournament, provided that the designated host team plays in at least two (2) Challenge Series events prior to the Challenge Cup.  If they do not, the host institution will forfeit its automatic entry.
f. The bid process for each CCSS Challenge Cup is outlined in section 10.2 below.
g. The OCR will provide an annual championship trophy for the CCSS activity and a banner that is presented to and kept by the year- end challenge event winner. Challenge Cup hosts are to provide individual awards to each member of the championship team and finalists in addition to the awards provided by OCR.  
h. The CCSS year-end challenge event will be co-managed by the event host and the OCR Executive through the Extramural Coordinator and CCSS Convenor. The CCSS Convenor will liaise with the host as needed regarding technical aspects, format, scheduling and travel prior to the event and will facilitate a formal planning meeting/conference call between the host, Extramural Coordinator and CCSS Convenor no later than 30 days prior to the Challenge Cup tournament. 
i. The CCSS convenor (or designate) will be on-site for the duration of the event. Any on-site discipline of players, coaches or teams at a Challenge Cup will be a joint, collaborative, measured and timely decision of the CCSS Convenor (or designate) and the Host.  Such discipline will be governed by OCR rules and sport-specific automatic suspensions.  The Host will ensure that the offending parties are notified in an appropriate and timely manner after arriving at a decision with the CCSS Convenor (or designate). The CCSS convenor (or designate) will have final say on any issues that are appealed on-site by participants.
j. CCSS Player Eligibility
· Participants in CCSS tournaments can only play for the institution they are currently attending as a student.
· If a participant transfers to a different institution in the Winter Semester from the one whose team they participated with in the Fall Semester, they are eligible to participate for the new institution.
· Players from a campus that does not have a team participating in a CCSS Series are eligible to join a participating campus team from their institution.  For Challenge Cup purposes, such players will be considered to be a member of the eligibility roster of the first campus team they play for.
· In the case of institutions that have some campuses that are OCR members and others that are not, the member campuses CANNOT use participants from non-member campuses.
· Any participants on a campus team that enters TWO (2) or more CCSS tournaments in a season that remain enrolled at that institution at the time of the Challenge Cup shall be deemed to be on the roster of that particular campus team and are ineligible to be on the Challenge Cup roster of another campus team from their institution.
· Challenge Cup participants must have played in a minimum of ONE (1) tournament for the qualifying team from their institution AND must be enrolled at the institution at the time the Challenge Cup tournament occurs.
· The OCR reserves the right to require Challenge Cup qualifiers provided a certified Dec List to confirm player eligibility for the Challenge Cup.

CHALLENGE CUP BID PROCESS:
All OCR members who participated in a CCSS series event in the just completed OCR extramural tournament season are eligible to apply as host of a CCSS Challenge Cup in that sport the next season, as per guidelines outlined below.
a. Host institutions for ALL CCSS Challenge Cup tournaments will receive one (1) automatic entry in the Challenge Cup, as outlined in 10.1 (e). The team/campus to receive the automatic entry must be defined at the bid presentation.  
b. For bidding purposes only, OCR members will be placed in the following geographical groups,  with eligibility for submitting bids rotating among the groups annually:

d. Members are free to indicate their intention to bid at any time throughout the year by consulting the bid rotation schedule. Bid Intentions are due to be submitted to the Extramural Coordinator no later than the Friday before the AGM. No bids will be accepted from the floor at the AGM unless there is no bidder for a particular Challenge Cup event.
e. The bid guidelines for Challenge Cups are as follows:
· No one institution may host the same Challenge Cup more than once every four years, unless a region in the bid rotation does not produce an acceptable bid.
· A potential host for Men’s Ice Hockey must be able to have access to two ice pads over the course of two days (late afternoon/ evening Day 1 and full day Day 2) and must be able to provide local hotel accommodations for up to 11 teams. 
· A potential host for Women’s Ice Hockey must be able to have access to one ice pad (preferably two) over the course of two days (late afternoon/ evening Day 1 and full day Day 2) and must be able to provide local hotel accommodations for up to 7 teams.
· A potential host for Men’s Indoor Cricket or Men’s Basketball must be able to accommodate a full-day or afternoon/evening event on either one or two courts.
· The proposed Challenge Cup date must fall in either the second, third or fourth full week in March. Potential hosts for both Ice Hockey Challenge Cups must secure proposed dates in two of those weeks.
· If a potential host currently runs a Challenge Series tournament, they may be asked to offer the date of their event to the host of the most recent Challenge Cup and potentially not host a Challenge Series event for the upcoming season. They will, however, be given the option of regaining that date on the calendar in the following season.
· If there are no acceptable bids from the region in the bid rotation, the current Challenge Cup champion will be offered the option of hosting. If they decline, then the current Challenge Cup finalist will be given the option of hosting. This will not affect either institution’s ability to bid when their region’s allocated turn in the bidding rotation arises. 
· If after this there is no host, then institutions from the region due to bid the following year will be offered a chance to submit a bid. This process will repeat with the regions due to host two and three years hence if no host is found. This will not affect a region’s allocated turn in the rotation, nor prevent an institution from bidding when their region’s allocated turn arises. 
f. Challenge Cup Host application forms will be included in the Appendices and are available electronically from the Central Office and/or Extramural Coordinator upon request.
g. All properly submitted bids for Challenge Cups as per 10.2 e) will be considered at the AGM, with recommendations for host sites put forward by the Extramural Coordinator in a motion to the membership for approval after appropriate discussion at the OCR Plenary Session.
h. If the bid process for a particular CCSS Challenge Cup does not produce a host, then the Extramural Coordinator is empowered to secure a host site accordingly.
i. Hosts for each upcoming CCSS Challenge Cup will be formally announced no later than June 15th annually.
